Flexible connections and new account setup are designed to improve the email setup experience. Users
have faster access to contacts, higher fidelity messages to help increase readabilityand great email search
and filter capabilities. Windows Mobile 6 is designed to increase protection of confidential messages and
documents, offers more flexible connections to the desktop and new account setup options designed to
improve the email setup experience. And to top it off, Windows Live ® is integrated throughout the entire
platform

Fetch Mail

Fetch mail is a single item e-mail messaging operation that gives the user the
ability to download a single e -mail message in its entirety, including inline
images and/or attachmentsi instead of having to do a full Send/Receive. When
the Fetch completes, the rest of the message is filledin, without leaving the read
form, and without changing the user's scrolling position within the e -mail
message.

HTML Support in E -
mail

HTML e-mail support allows end users to receive, view, compose and send e
mail in HTML format. Supports ActiveSync, POPIMAP, and Exchange Server
2007 messaging transports. Users cannow configure their messaging account
with their preferred download format (either plain textor HTML).

Flags

Outlook Mobile now supports the use of Follow-up Flags on e-mail messages.
Users can nav flag outbound e -mail messages; fags and related properties on a
message are synchronized between the Exchange Server and the mobile device
Functionality has been added to set/clear/complete flags from the list view and
read forms. E-mail message reminders are available inthe device-wide
notification system. Mobile devices now display similar reminders to the

SharePoint Document
Attachment in Email

Users will have theability to open SharePointlinks to documents stored on
SharePoint serversembedded in HTML e-mail. This can be used as an
alternative to attaching documents to e -mail messages, which is costly in terms
of bandwidth and storage. Additionally, this approach helps ensure that the
recipient gets the most recent version of a document. Requires Microsoft




Exchange Server 2007

Smart Filter in Smart filter limits the number of e -mail messages that are displayed inthe email
Messaging list view to only those that match a set of user-defined conditions. This helps
give users a way to find the messages that they want, without having to scan
through a lengthy list of messages.

Improved Hardware Improved hardware functionality enhances the end user's Outlook Mobile
Functionality messaging experience.Keyboard shortcuts have been designed for both 12-key
and 30-key equipped devices, for a core set of functions in both List View and
Read Form.These shortcuts for keyboard devices mimic those on the desktop
Outlook client.

Information Rights Outlook Mobile messaging now supports the receiving, replying to, forwarding,
Management E -mail and composing of Information Rights Management (IRM) protected mail. IRM
Messages support will h elps organizations improve the mobile messaging experience for

their users. IRM is a feature unique to Windows Mobile. When permitted

Tasks for Windows

Improved Calendar
Views

The usability and visual appeal of the calendar viewhas been vastly enhanced.
The goals of these improvements:
1 Enable users to tell when they are free, and when they are nofi at a
glance.
1 Onlaunch, calendar view shows what is immediately relevant.
1 Calendar views look fresh, with a look and-feel aligned with that of the
Microsoft Office 2007.
1 Users can choosewhich view their calendar launches in.

Meeting Attendees and
Status

Mobile meeting organizers can view the status of all attendees in their scheduled
meetings. For users who only carry their mobile devices to meetings, this may
help keep track of attendees. Display the name of the meeting organizer in the
Appointment summary card. Allow meeting organizers to see the list of
attendees, along with the status of each (Free, Busy, Tentativeand OOBP. Allow
attendees to see the list of other attendees. Give mobile attendees the ability to
contact any attendee on the list. Requires Microsoft Exchange Server 2007

Meeting Request
Improvements

This feature provides more functionality for meeting request management. It
helps give mobile users more control over their schedule, helping them make
more intelligent decisions regarding meeting requests.
1 Inthe meeting request, indicate if there are conflicting or adjacent
meetings.
1 Allow mobile users to check their calendar for the requested time -slot
from the meeting request.
1 Deleting a new meeting request from Inbox deletes the associated
calendar meeting.
1 Allow mobile users to edit their response when they respond to a
meeting request.

Out of Office Assistant

This new feature gives mobile users the ability to retrieve and set their out-of-
office (OOF) status, along with their OOF message, from their Windows Mobile
powered device.

Reply and Forward
Meeting Appointments

This feature brings meeting request functionality on mobile devices to the level
that is supported on the desktop:
1 Reply to the meeting organizer, from an entry in the calendar.

1 Reply to the entire group of recipien ts on the attendee list, from an entry
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in the calendar.
1 Invite another attendee to an appointment from an entry in the calendar.

4 Improved Phone Experience Features

Auxiliary Display Windows Mobile 6 supports an auxiliary display on Windows Mobile 6 Standard

Support devices. The display consists of one or more plugins. Requires auxiliary display
hardware.

CompIME Text prediction, also called auto-completion or auto -selection, improves the end
usersd text input experience. This f

candidate list as they type. The user can then select a completed word from this
list. The words in the list are culled from the content previously entered by the
end user combined with the entries in a static dictionary. Words are ranked in the
candidate list based on how recently they were last typed, how frequently they
have been typed, and the preceding words. Both the number of candidates that
appear in the list and the keys used to select or dismiss them are customizable b
the OEM. This feature provides improved text-prediction functionality.




5 Networking Features

VolP The VolIP functionality is available as an additional functionality for Windows
Mobile 6. Windows Mobile 6 provides the plumbing for OEMs to build VolP
Enabled devices and solutions, Windows Mobile 6 is not enabled as a VolP
capable device, by default.

Internet Sharing The current Modem Link application is used to share a cellular connection with a
PCl/laptop. New NDIS based radios cannot use the protocol used by Modem Link
so a new application, Internet Sharing, will be offered. The following features will
be offered:

1 USB tethering or Microsoft Bluetooth stack support included.

1 Connection sharing so a mobile device and remote device connected to
it can share the connection to the Internet.

1 Radio features such as suspend/resume and simultaneous voice and dat:
can be used.

1 Partner Requirements: The USB interface will require an INF file similara
the one used for Modem Link today. This INF will require a unique ID to
differentiate from the ActiveSync USB connection. This application will be
offered as an optional package.

Advanced Audio Advanced Audio Distribution Profile (A2DP) defines procedures and protocols for
Distribution Profile sending high quality audio data to peer Bluetooth devices. A2DP provides
(A2DP) support for a Bluetooth -enabled Windows Mobile powered device to transfer an

audio stream to Bluetooth headphones or speakers over an Asynchronous
Connection-Less (ACL) connection. The audio payload is transferred over the
L2CAP layer approximately in the range of 306400 kbps.




6 The Windows Mobile Platform

PC Connectivity PC connectivity and synchronization has been significantly improved and
Technologies enhanced in Windows Mobile 6. Windows Mobile Device Center® (WMDC)
provides connectivity between Windows Mobile powered devices and Microsoft
Wi ndowsE VistaE powered PCs. ActivesS
ActiveSync, allows Windows XB powered PCs to connect with Windows Mobile
powered devices.

Windows Mobile Windows Mobile Update (WMU) is a new feature designed to provide a
Update foundation to help keep Windows Mobile 6 powered devices more secure. The
feature is designed to support rapid distribution of critical security fixes to
respond to urgent security issues. The keypotential benefits of WMU

are improved customer experience and satisfaction and reduced support costs
for operators and OEMs.

Microsoft Office Mobile Microsoft Office Mobile for Windows Mobile 6 is one of the key differentiating
features for Windows Mobile powered devices. In Windows Mobile 6, Office
Mobile is available for both Windows Mobile 6 Standard and Professional. The
primary user scenario behind Office Mobile is viewing email attachments,
performing simple minor edits, sharing document versions, and opening
documents from an SD card or a SharePointsite. Office Mobile provides a high
fidelity document viewing experience, with capability to edit, as well as fast
performance in loading the first page of the document.
